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June:

2/6: Hanging Banner at CYM 5th floor 

To continuing promoting the summer course, a banner is hung on the 5th floor of CYM.

2/6: Handing in the USFHK Karate Championship proposal 

Mr. Simon Lo asked the club to draft a proposal (比賽章程) of the competition. After meetings with the coach and Mr. Lo, the proposal was completed and handed in to Mr. Lo for submission to the USFHK Council on the 6/6. 

4/6: Meeting with Ms. Ng

Ms. Ng encouraged the club to increase our tuition fee and find sponsors. She agreed to put the purchase of karate mats into the budget, but would require the club to pay $3,000. She suggested the possibility of holding exchange with karate department of Beijing Sports University (北體大). They can arrange the program but the students would have to pay for themselves. She also encouraged the holding of small scale inter university competitions, e.g. for junior belt students. 

4/6: First Sports Council Meeting

The Sports Association was endorsed. The previous session’s reports and the current session’s plans were submitted and passed. The major functions of SA that will involve our club are 1. I-day (August) 2. Martial Arts Week (October) and Sports Festival (October). I-day issue was also touched on. There was a possibility that the sports clubs’ stalls will be located on then Run Run Shaw Podium instead of the Haking Wong podium. The club was informed that the checks for sports clubs for the last session were issued and could be collected from the counter of SU. However, there was no check for Karate Club. The financial secretary of SU has been informed and is following up. 

5/6: First lesson of summer course class A

17 out of the 19 students attended the class. The atmosphere was generally good and the class managed to start at 6:15pm. 

7/6: First lesson of summer course B cancelled

The first lesson was cancelled because of the Black Rainstorm Warning. SMS was sent to the students to inform them of the cancellation at 8:30am. A few enquiry calls were received. 

12/6: Production of the beginner’s booklet

A beginner’s booklet, featuring the white belt syllabus has been produced. 100 copies were printed and will be distributed during Campus Life @ HKU and beginner’s course. 

13/6: Campus Life @HKU program

The club participated in the program by hosting an activity for the JUPAS students to learnt karate at the Lindsay Ride Sports Hall. The registry said that 50 students will be participating in the event, but only 18 turned up. The activity was delayed for 45minutes, as the students were late. Basic punching and kicking technique were taught and they were given some boards to break. Booklets and leaflets were distributed to them as souvenir. The atmosphere was ok, though less enthusiastic as expected. The receipt for the boards was handed in to the registry on the 18/6. Did not manage to recruit any of the JUPAS members to the Sunday class. 

14/6: Summer Training Camp

16 members enrolled in the summer camp and 14 showed up. The camp was held in Lei Yue Mun Park and Holiday Village. Ryan was in charge and various activities were participated in during the camp. The camp was enjoyable.

14/6: Meeting on Martial Arts Week

The financial secretary proposed that the event should be large scale and with high profile, inviting Olympics sportsmen and famous stars. It was proposed that the week should be with professional sportsmen performing and with sponsors support. The martial arts clubs believed that the scale of the event should not be too large and the aim too far-fetching. The clubs thought that the aim should be to promote the martial arts clubs in HKU. It is suggested that instead of inviting too many outsiders to perform which would perhaps overshadow the martial arts club in HKU, SA should host a martial arts in movies talk with movie makers, commentators, actors to discuss martial arts in HK movies instead. No conclusive decision was made during the meeting. 

14/6: Sports Council 2nd general meeting

The different sub-committees of the sports council were passed. Karate club is involved in the financial committee. It is settled that the Sports Clubs would try to remain in Haking Wong Podiumm for I-day. SA recommended that there should be a performance area for the sports clubs in Haking Wong and they will submit such proposal to SU and Estates office to consider. 

16/6: Handing in the quotation of mats and punching bags to IHP

The soft copy of quotations from Kwong Wing, Kung Fu and Budokan of the mats and punching bags were received and emailed to IHP. IHP required us to obtain the true copies, (i.e. stamped hard copies) for submission to the finance office. IHP thinks the cost of the mats is too high that they cannot pay for the entire load and would like to discuss the sharing of the cost. The hard copies will be handed in as soon as we received them. 

22/6: Karate Examination

Most of the frequently participating members from white belt to brown belt took part in the exam. 
23/6: Hand in promotion page in freshman booklet

26/6: New members for class C recruited so far

29/6: Sports Council 3rd Meeting and SA BBQ

The 3rd Sports Council Meeting is to be held on the 29/6 and SA BBQ will be held afterwards. 
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
